What
we do is to investigate how people acquire knowledge about language and explore the structure of the various aspects of language:
sounds (phonetics and phonology), words (morphology), sentences (syntax), meaning (semantics), language change (historical
linguistics), language varieties (sociolinguistics), language in context (pragmatics, discourse), language processing
(psycholinguistics), and language pedagogy (teaching). The Department offers theoretical and applied linguistics and the
interrelatedness of language teaching to the scientific study of language. In addition, our students will develop logical thinking skills
which they can use in their future careers.

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History of the Department

In 1976, the pioneer Department of Linguistics was founded as Teaching English as a Foreign Language (TEFL). At that
time, we are the only one department of the Faculty of Humanity that does not offer undergraduate level. TEFL was move
to become a part of the Department of Western Languages thereafter. In 1979, we begin with a graduate program in
Master of Educational Linguistics (M.Ed.) as a first degree of linguistics in close collaboration with the Faculty of Education.
Over time, the department gradually expanded into Master of Arts in Linguistics (M.A.) Program and first offers the Doctoral
Program (Ph.D.) in 2015. At the same time, the international program in Language for Career (LCI) which was developed
by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Sugunya Ruangjaroon and approved by Office of the Higher Education Commission has been founded.

Today, the department offers three academic programs: the graduate programs in Linguistics for Doctoral and Master’s
degree and the undergraduate programs in Language for Career (International Programs). The department are strongly
growing up and consists of seven Thai faculty members and four foreign lecturers. Our current instructors have a number
of research in their own interests.

Take the BTS Skytrain to Asok station and take exit 3 or 6.

If you take exit 3, then cross the underpass, and walk through Interchange21 to Sukhumvit 23. Or if you take exit 6, then
cross the overpass to Interchange21, and go down to G floor. Both ways is getting you to take a motorcycle taxi to SWU
Prasarnmit.

The BTS Skytrain opens daily from 6.00 a.m. to midnight. It takes about 1-3 minutes from one to another station.

The fare rate is according to destinations. The fare rate is 15 baht for 1 station, 22 baht for 2 stations, 25 baht for 3 stations,
28 baht for 4 stations, 31 baht for 5 stations, 34 baht for 6 stations, 37 baht for 7 stations, and 42 baht for 8 stations up.

Take MRT to Petchaburi MRT station. By MRT, you can also take 2 exits that are exit 1 and 2.

If you take exit 2, then walk back along the Sukhumvit 21 road and go over the bridge to 7 eleven, after that cross the road
to the other side that is Rutnin Eye Hospital side and walk straight on the lane. You will see SWU Prasarnmit at the end
of that lane.

If you take exit 1, you can walk along the Petchaburi road, then cross the first overpass and walk into the lane which has
a 7 eleven at the corner, after that keep going straight and walk across Khlong Saen Saeb over the bridge to SWU
Prasarnmit.

The MRT (subway) opens daily from 6.00 a.m. to midnight. The frequency between trains is less than 5 minutes during
peak hours (6.00 a.m - 9.00 a.m. and 4.30 a.m. — 07.30 p.m.) and less than 10 minutes during off-peak hours.

The fare rate is according to destinations. The fare rates is 16 baht for 1 station, 19 baht for 2 stations, 21 for 3 stations,
23 for 4 stations, 26 baht for 5 stations, 28 baht for 6 stations, 30 baht for 7 stations,33 baht for 8 stations, 35 for 9 stations,
37 baht for 10 stations, 40 baht for 11 stations, and 42 baht for 12-17 stations. These fare rates are for adult. They also
provide an extra fare rate for students, children, and elders. For students or the person who has the right to use student
card must be aged not over 23 years old will get 10% off, and for children and elders will get 50% off.

You can get off 2 piers with Khlong Saen Saeb Exprees Boat. One is Prasarnmit pier. You would instantly arrive at SWU
Prasarnmit. The other is Asokpetchaburi pier. Then take the same way as you take MRT exit 2.

Khlong Saen Saeb Boat Service opens from 5.30 a.m. to 8.30 p.m. on weekdays and to 7.00 p.m. on weekends.
The fare rate is between 10 to 20 baht depending on distance.

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In addition to these 3 ways, you can even take personal cars or buses. However, SWU Prasarnmit is located in central
of the Bangkok which has an extreme traffic jam. Therefore we recommend these 3 easy ways to all who want to go to
SWU Prasarnmit with a convenience.
